Abstract

worldviews or cultural codes. A cultural code was a compact package of shared values,
norms, ethos, and social beliefs which constructed and reflected the community’s common
sense. An example was the pervasive code that sees unlimited economic growth as both
a possible and a desirable goal for human societies. 3) The criteria that worldviews were
judged by were derived from an explicit or implicit ecological philosophy (or ecosophy).
An ecosophy was informed by both a scientific understanding of how organisms (including
humans) depended on interactions with other organisms and a physical environment to
survive and flourish, but also an ethical framework to decide why survival and flourishing
matters and whose survival and flourishing matters. 4) The study aimed to expose and
draw attention to discourses which appeared to be ecologically destructive. 5) The study
was aimed towards practical application through raising awareness of the role of language in
ecological destruction or protection, informing policy, informing educational development,
or providing ideas that could be drawn on in redesigning existing texts or producing new
texts in the future.
